For
drier, but not too dry, places, I consider
the Ohna tree (Molia Asedarac) to be
profitable. It grows quite rapidly, fur-
nishes good wood and bas no objeetiona,
ble features. Besides, when this tree
reaches n certain age the color of the
heart, which is rose-red, spreads all
through the wood and makes the latter
most valuable for cabinet work. This
wood at_twenty years of age resembles
rosewood, aad bringa sccordingly u very
high_price in the market. So firm s it
hat 1€ has fo'n great ozteat supplante
the imported rosewood, For very dry
places, where little or no irrigation can
he had, or where the rainfall is suflicient
to carry the trees over the dry season,
we know of no_better tree than the lo-
cust.
