ORDINANCE NO. 10,

An Ordinance relating to gnns, pistols
and other weapons,

Be 1r onpaven By the Mayor and City

Couneil of the City of Lakin,

See, 1. That it shall be anlawiul for
any person or pergons to come inside the
corporate limts of this city with any gun,
pistol or weapon of uny kind on his per-
son or in his possession or charge, Pro-
vided, however, that the marshal or his
deputy may permit any person or per-
sons who in his opinion should be per-
mitted to pass through said city with
their guns, pistols or other weapons, s
to do.

Sro. 2, That it shall be unlawful for
any person who is not un  officer of the
law to have in his possession or about his
premises any gun, pistol or weapon of
any land, without first having wade uap-
plication to the city marshal and received
a permit to carry or keep said gun, pistol
or other weapon. Provided, however,
thut this ordinance shall not apply to any
person who is regularly enguged in the
business of selling guns, pistols or other
weapons in said eity.

Sec. 3. That any gun, pistol or other
weapon found in the eity lmits contrary
to Section 1 or 2 of this ordinance may

be taken charge of by the marshal of said |

city and sold as hereinifter provided,
Sec, 4. Any gan, pistol or weapon of
any kind coming nto the possession of
said marshal ws hercinbefore provided
shall be advertised within three davs
after said gun, pistol or other weapon

notices in three of the most public plices
in smd city. The said notices shull des-
eribe said gun, pistol or other weapon,
and the time and place of sale, said sale
to take place thirty days from date of
posting said notices. Provided, however,
that if the owner or owners of any prop-
erty advertised for sale under this ordi-
nance shall appear on day of sale and
prove to the satisfaction of said hal
that he or they are the owner or owners
of said property, it shall be deliverad to
the proper owner.

Sec. 5. This ordinance shall take effect
and be in foree from and afier its pabli-
cation in the Proxeen Desocuar,
Approved June 8, 1887,
